o Make a cheat/review sheet (idea from Dr Hornbuckle), start by rewriting everything you
learned in the class, then keep condensing your topics down (when you master them)
until you only are on one sheet of paper.

o Create a study schedule - make your study goals and your time blocks manageable to
keep yourself from getting too stressed during finals week.
